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FINANCIAL STATEMENT

F INANCES

A brief summary of the accounts of the University for 1978 is set
out below.

Since the lst January, 1974, Australian Government Grants to
Universities have been subject to supplementation based on various
indices. This has had the following effect on the various grants to
this University.

RECURRENT FUNDS

‘The 1978 grant to the University as recommended by the Universities
Commission and accepted by the Government was 38,950,000. With
supplementation this was increased to $9,915,000.

SPECIAL RESEARCH GRANT

The 1978 grant to the University as recommended by the
Universities Commission and accepted by the Government was 360,000.
With supplementation this was increased to 366,000,

EQUIPMENT GRANT

The 1978 grant to the University as recommended by the Universities
Commission and accepted by the Government was $605.000. With
supplementation this has been increased to 3687,000.

BUILDING PROJECT GRANTS (INCLUDING MINOR AND SITE WORKS)

The 1978 grant to the University as recommended by the Universities
Commission and accepted by the Government was 3218,000.
