


































































































































14. PROVISIONS FOR DEFERRED EMPLOYEE ENTITLEMENTS 
(1) Professorial Superannuation Scheme 

The provision for Professorial Superannuation Scheme was established to provide members 
with a pension of up to 25% of salary on retirement. 
During 1985, the provision received the benefit of $118,431 (1984 $77,509) interest earnings 
from investments and a contribution of $43,722 (1984 $38,993) from General Recurrent Fund. 
In 1984 the Professorial Superannuation Scheme was amended to provide for the payment of 
an additional contributory pension to members of the scheme on retirement. Members electing 
to exercise the option contributed a further $5,675 to the provision in 1985. Payments during 
the year amounted to $40,720 leaving a balance at 31 December, 1985, of $775,748 (1984 
$648,640). Arrangements have been made for an Actuarial review of the University's liability 
under the scheme in 1986. 

(ii) Long Service Leave 
During the year, the amount set aside for long service leave totalled $201,495 (1984 $195,420). 
Interest earnings credited during the year totalled $178,976 (1984 $148,778). Payments during 
the year amounted to $605,806 (1984 $382,661) leaving a balance at 31 December, 1985 of 
$737,129 (1984 $962,464). 
The accrued long service leave liability in respect of employees with ten or more years' service 
at that date is estimated at $3,939,820 (1984 $3,487,0601. 

(iii) State Superannuation Fund 
The University contributes to the New South Wales State Superannuation Fund in respect of 
present and former members of staff who are, or were, members of the Fund. In a report dated 
28 August, 1985 the Government Actuary assessed the accrued liability of the University based 
on membership of the Fund at 30 June, 1984. The net unfunded past service cost at 31 December, 
1984 was $31.14 million. The net unfunded past service cost at 31 December, 1985, in accordance 
with a formula provided by the Actuary, was $36.23 millions. Assumptions adopted by the Actuary 
in determining the University's liability were: 

Growth of salaries 10.5% per annum 
Indexation increases in pensions 10% per annum 
Interest earnings on assets 12% per annum 

As a result of the high correlation between rates of interest, rates of inflation and rates of salary 
growth, the Actuary expected that moderate changes in the absolute levels of the rates would 
not produce markedly different results. 
A number of minor changes to the scheme came into effect from 1 July, 1985. However, the 
Government Actuary advises that it does not appear that these changes will dictate acceleration 
of the next actuarial review which is due as at 31 December, 1987. 
During the year, the provision received the benefit of $248,665 (1984 $155,659) interest earnings 
from investments and a contribution of $505,682 (1984 $311,300) from General Recurrent Fund. 
Payments during the year amounted to $435,826 (1984 $189,053) leaving a balance at 31 December 

1985 of $1,429,762 (1984 $1,111,242). 

(iv) Annual Leave 
The University has an undetermined liability for untaken annual leave. Payments for leave taken 
in-service or on termination are charged to current revenue. 

15. LOANS TO STAFF 
In 1984 the University established a Housing Loan Scheme for staff at professorial level with a 
maximum loan available of $30,000. Outstanding loans at 31 December, 1985 amounted to $138,860. 

16. CAPITAL PROJECTS 
At 31 December, 1985, the following capital projects had been contracted for, on the basis that funds 
would be made available under Commonwealth Legislative provisions during 1986 and 1987.
