31. Research and Development Contract; The University of Wollongong entered into a R&D syndicate whereby it is contracted for a period to carry out 
R&D on a specific project. In consideration of the market value, an initial payment for the intellectual property owned by the University of 
Wollongong was received as a licensing fee on the 31 December 1997, Further payments in consideration for the intellectual property were received 
in 1998 totalling $24.300m over two accounting periods. Funds have been transferred to member of the syndicate to fund part "B" technology 
development. 

In 1999 an amount for $l,337m was deposit in the security deposit account for interest received on investments. 

The estimated life for the project is scheduled to the year 2006, Also, the University will subscribe in a related company using accumulated funds 
from investments,
