It is the Unpverssty s policy 1o grant credst of up 10 88 credit points to students
wha have completed a degree gnd up to 96 credit paints to students who hene
partially completed & degres &l another University, Holders of the Diploma in
Teaching may ¢ granted unipecified credit ai up 10 48 credit pointd in respect of
100devel (fhrst year] subjects, and those with two year teaching gualifications
may seek credit of up to 2 credki poin im nepect of wecilied wibjects at the
1001wl (Tirst wear).

Sudents enrolling in Epgeneering and Metallirgy degroe courses who hiwe com-
pleted approved Certificate counses offered by the Deparsment of Technical and
Further Education, may b granted exemptions in the Engineering and Metsliurgy
dgren.

Those weking cradit should apely a1 the time of encolment. Applications for
credit are referred 1o Oeparmmentsl Chsirmen for recommendation on the basis
of the student’s previcus academic record and devasils of the subjecis complated,
Sudents seeking credit lor previous siudies most suoply il docementation

Chages
muat ke paid on the dey specilied, Howewer, In special gircumgancss and provited
clmsy places pre gkl eallable students may be alieaed 1o complete their enralment
alter the prescribed date, subject to the payment of a late charge,

Re-Enrolments

All students enralling other than for the firsy time shoubd re-enml by ammending
the LUinversity o complate re-enrolment, including the payment of charge
on daye prescribed. Student wall be informed by the end of 19E7 of the dam
and procedured 1or re-snralment.
